* This new system will apply to mid- and long-term residents
in Japan, such as those whose residence statuses are “Spouse
or Child of Japanese National,” “Long-Term Resident,”

“Engineer,” “Specialist in Humanities/International Services,”
as well as technical interns, students, and permanent
residents.

% The new system will not apply to those visiting Japan as a
tourist for less than three months.

*Illegal residents can be registered under the present alien
registration system, but they cannot be registered under the
new residency management system. Any foreign national
illegally staying in Japan is advised to immediately visit
Tokyo Regional Immigration Bureau in Shinagawa and
follow the necessary procedures. For more details, please read

<Point 1: A resident card will be issued.>

A new resident card will be issued to mid- and long-term
residents every time when they are granted permission
pertaining to their residence, such as landing permission,
permission for change of resident status and permission for
extension of their periods of stay.

* All or part of the information printed on the resident card
will be recorded in an IC chip embedded for the purpose of
preventing resident cards from being forged or altered.

* You are not required to replace your alien registration
certificate with a new resident card immediately after the start
of the new residency management system (although you may
do so if you so wish). The alien registration certificate that
mid- and long-term residents currently possess will be
deemed equivalent to a resident card for a certain period.

&If you are a permanent resident, you will be required to
apply for a resident card, in principle, within three years from
the start of the new residency management system.

&If you are a foreign national other than a permanent
resident, you will generally receive your resident card when
granted permission for an extension of the period of stay or
other permission after the start of the new system.

<Point 2: The period of stay will be
extended to a maximum of 5 years.>

% The period of stay set for each resident
status will be diversified, and the
maximum period of stay will be extended
to 5 years.
