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Let’s Enjoy Viewing Colored Leaves
in Late Autumn of Saitama!

Time passed quickly, and we have only two months left before the
end of this year. These months are the transitional season from “late
autumn” to “early winter”, and it’s the time when you can amply
enjoy perfect clear autumn sky and beautifully colored leaves in
Saitama from now on until the beginning of December. (*Saitama
is the prefecture which had the largest number of clear days in Japan
for the late 10 years.) There are many sights for viewing colored
leaves all over Japan. We’d like to recommend you, however, to
enjoy leisurely a fine view of mountains, ravines, or nearby parks in
Saitama prefecture. By the way, autumn leaves have three colors:
red, yellow and brown, though we call them just “koyo” in a word
that means ‘leaves which have turned red in autumn’. You will be
absolutely fascinated by the beauty of color gradations made by
leaves of trees such as momiji (maple), tsutsuji (azalea), icho
(ginkgo), keyaki (zelkova), shira-kaba (white birch), and yama-
zakura (wild cherry), and so on. We introduce you some scenic
spots for colored leaves in Saitama, so please go out to visit some.
% Ranzan Keikoku (Ravine) Colored leaves
reflected on Tsuki-gawa River look very beautiful.
You can enjoy camping, BBQ, playing in the river, or
hiking there.

% Sayama-ko (Lake) : One of the 100 selected dam-
lakes (artificial reservoir). The area around the lake composes
‘Prefectural Sayama Natural Park’.

% Tenran-zan (Mountain): Very beautiful when the whole mountain
is covered with colored leaves. Good for hiking. Hanno-shi Kanko

% Kamakita-ko (Lake) : The view of colored maple leaves from the
boat on the lake is so splendid .
