’SIS" Question and Answer:

Q.29) About ‘International Divorce’
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Recently “International marriage” is no longer rare. At the
same time, the number of “International divorce” has been
increasing. It is easy for a Japanese couple to go through the
marriage or divorce procedure. All they have to do is to notify
their marriage or divorce to their local government at the city
office. However, the legality of an international marriage or an
international divorce depends upon which
country’s law is applicable. Here is the very
basic international law of the divorce, but the
real procedure for that may not be easy.
Please consult a legal expert for further
details.

¢ Which country’s law should be applied to the case of an
international divorce?

1)“Kyotsu Hongoku Ho”: When a couple has the same
nationality, the law of their native country should be applied to
their divorce. (* If “Kyogi Rikon ” is accepted by the law of the
couple’s native country, for example Korea or China, the report
of their divorce will be accepted by Japanese local government.)
% Kyogi Rikon (divorce by agreement): When the married
couple has consented to the divorce by mutual agreement and
submit the divorce notice to the local government, it is called
“kyogi rikon”.

2)“Kyotsu Jo-kyosho-chi Ho”: When a married couple with
different nationalities lives in a given country for a period of
time, their divorce should follow that country’s law. ( * When a
couple with different nationalities has lived in Japan for a certain
period, they are eligible to submit a divorce notice of *“kyogi
rikon”.)

3) “Missetsu Kanren Ho”: When a married couple from different
nationalities does not always live together in Japan, Japanese law
might be applied to “Missetsu Kanren Ho” with the condition
that one of the couple is a certified Japanese resident and the
other is recognized as an regular visitor to his/her spouse in
Japan.

When one of the couple is a Japanese living in Japan, their
divorce should follow Japanese law even if his/her spouse lives
abroad.

@ Judicial Divorce in Japan

1) When a country’s law that is supposed to be
applied to the divorce only allows a judicial
divorce, even though the couple has mutually
consented to it,

2) When one of the couple doesn’t agree to the
divorce,

=the couple concerned can use Japanese
courts with the condition that both of them
live in Japan.

4 To make your divorce be legalized in your native country:
Even when your divorce is officially effective in Japan, it is your
native country’s law that judges whether your divorce is
recognized or not in your home country. For example, “Kyogi
Rikon” is admitted only in a small part of the countries besides
Japan.

¢ Even though your divorce has been legalized in Japan, you
may still be legally married in your native country unless you
have arranged to have your marriage annulled according to
your country’s law. Go to your country’s diplomatic
establishments in Japan in order to consult them on the
matter and complete the necessary formalities.
