(2) When a tornado occurs suddenly. . .

On Sunday afternoon of May 6th this year, a part of Tsukuba
-city, Ibaraki prefecture was struck and affected badly by a
tornado. Most of us Japanese used to think a tornado to be a
natural phenomenon which often occurs in the United States,
but not in Japan. So we were terribly shocked.

When we come across a tornado unexpectedly, what should
we do? According to the specialists’ advice, it is important that
“you’ll take refuge from tornado by running into a nearby
sturdy building”, “when in your house, you’ll protect your
body by crouching down with futon on your
body in a room with no windows at about the
center of the house or in the “oshi-ire” closet,
a toilet, or a bathroom on the first floor”, and
that “you remember to run away from a
tornado in the right-angled direction of its

oute when you encounter one outside”.
