(3) “Watch out for Typhoons and Heavy Rain!”

A lot of typhoons approach and some of them hit the Japanese
Archipelago from the rainy season till autumn every year. When a
typhoon is approaching and an autumn rain front stays
around Japan, the heavy rain can start to pour down
even if the storm center is still in the distance. Then,
while the typhoon is going through, sometimes the
heavier rain is added and a big downpour happens
which can result in disasters.

When a typhoon is approaching, remember to keep away from
the risky places: near the river or cliff, low lands or roads which
can be flooded, and under signboards, etc. Avoid unnecessary

outings, close and lock windows and shutters
tightly. If there are potted plants on your balcony,
take them in the house. Fasten laundry poles and
